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A BILL
TO BE ENTITLED

AN ACT

Relating to Mobile County; to provide for the
distribution of solicitor's fees in criminal cases in the
municipal courts in the county; and to further provide for
distribution of the fees.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF ALABAMA:

Section 1. In Mobile County, solicitor's fees levied
and collected in all juvenile, traffic, criminal, and
quasi-criminal cases in the municipal courts of the county in
the same amount as provided for in Act 2010-438, 2010 Regular
Session (Acts 2010, p. 704), shall be distributed upon
collection to the general fund of the municipality in which
the case originated and where the funds were collected. All
funds shall be used by the municipality for law enforcement

purposes.
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Section 2. All laws or parts of laws which conflict
with this act are repealed.

Section 3. This act shall become effective
immediately following its passage and approval by the

Governor, or its otherwise becoming law.
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
