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SYNOPSIS: Under existing law, an inmate who is
assigned to drive a motor vehicle is not required
to be insured pursuant to the Mandatory Liability
Insurance Act.

This bill would require the custodian of
each inmate who is assigned to operate a motor
vehicle on the public roads or streets within this
state to insure the inmate pursuant to the

Mandatory Liability Insurance Act.

A BILL
TO BE ENTITLED

AN ACT

Relating to inmates; to provide that the custodian
of each inmate assigned to operate a motor vehicle on the
public roads or streets within this state shall insure the
inmate pursuant to the Mandatory Liability Insurance Act.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF ALABAMA:
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Section 1. Notwithstanding any provision of law, the
custodian of each inmate who is assigned to operate a motor
vehicle on the public roads or streets within this state shall
provide the inmate with liability insurance pursuant to the
Mandatory Liability Insurance Act.

Section 2. This act shall become effective
immediately following its passage and approval by the

Governor, or its otherwise becoming law.
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
