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SYNOPSIS: Under existing law, the proceeds of sales of
distinctive license plates to members of the
Alabama Association of Realtors are distributed to
the Alabama Children's Trust Fund.
This bill would amend existing law to
redirect the distribution of those proceeds to the

Alabama Realtors Foundation.

A BILL
TO BE ENTITLED

AN ACT

Relating to the Alabama Association of Realtors; to
amend Section 32-6-523, Code of Alabama 1975, to redirect the
distribution of proceeds of sales of Alabama Association of
Realtors distinctive license plates from the Alabama
Children's Trust Fund to the Alabama Realtors Foundation.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF ALABAMA:
Section 1. Section 32-6-523, Code of Alabama 1975,

is amended to read as follows:
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"§32-6-523.

"The net proceeds of the additional revenues derived
from sales of the distinctive plates, less administrative
costs including the costs of production incurred by the
Department of Corrections in producing the plates, shall be
distributed by each judge of probate or license commissioner
to the state Comptroller. Thereafter, the state Comptroller
shall distribute the proceeds to the thitdremr'sFrust—TFurd

Alabama Realtors Foundation".

Section 2. This act shall become effective

TmmediatetyJanuary 1, 2020, following its passage and approval

by the Governor, or its otherwise becoming law.
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
