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ENROLLED, An Act,

To alter, rearrange, and extend the boundary lines
and corporate limits of the City of Sylacauga in Talladega
County.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF ALABAMA:

Section 1. The boundary lines and corporate limits
of the City of Sylacauga in Talladega County are altered,
rearranged, and extended to include within the corporate
limits of the municipality, in addition to the lands now
included, all of the following territory:

In Talladega County, all the following described
property:

Parcel 1.

Lot number 4 in Block 42, according to the survey of

certain Avondale Mills property in or near the city or town of

Sylacauga, Talladega County, Alabama, a map of which is

recorded in Vol. 3 Page 34-42, in the Office of the Judge of

Probate of said County. This property contains 0.22 acres more

or less.

Parcel 2.

From the S.W. corner of the SW 1/4-NE 1/4 of section

12, T21S-R3E, run thence East along the South boundary of said
