WHEREAS, born in Eufaula in June 1943, he was the17

youngest of nine children born to Joseph Lumpkin Morris and18

Maude Satisfield Morris; while he was a student, he19

participated in sit-ins and marches in support of the Civil20

Rights Movement; a graduate of Alabama A&M University, he21

began teaching at the age of 19 in Henry County, and also22

taught mathematics at Rebecca Comer High School and later at23

Barbour County High School in Clayton until his retirement;24

WHEREAS, among his many community contributions, he26

was an active member of the Alabama Democratic Conference and27

served one term as a County Commissioner in Barbour County;1
