2 bench; and 

3 WHEREAS, in addition to his Scouting

4 accomplishments, he is an outstanding student who participates

5 in extracurricular activities and contributes to the

6 betterment of his community through volunteering in worthy

7 causes; and 

8 WHEREAS, Jesse Holloway is an exceptional young

9 Alabamian who has indeed exemplified Scouting's admirable

10 attributes of self-discipline, self-reliance, good

11 citizenship, devotion to duty, and concern for his fellowman;

12 through the years, he has earned the esteem of fellow Scouts

13 and his community, and he is truly deserving of this

14 significant honor; now therefore, 

15 BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF ALABAMA, BOTH

16 HOUSES THEREOF CONCURRING, That Jesse Holloway is

17 congratulated and commended for his outstanding achievement of

18 attaining the rank of Eagle Scout, and it is directed that he
