WHEREAS, she was pleased to cast her ballot in the
historic United States Presidential election in 2008 and to
receive a special birthday greeting and recognition as a
Centenarian by President Barack Obama in 2009; and

brothers, Eugene Dean and Agee Dean; and her husband of 67
years, Theodore R. Golden, Sr.; and
